The principal of housing cattle in  Northern India is  to protect cattle and its progeny from sun and  rain.  Therefore the system recommended is open and loose housing with 7’ x 2.5’ standing space which is covered and open space of  25.5’ for loose space.

The recommended space is generally for 5, 10, 15, 20 animals and their multiples.  The cover could be asbestos or tin or metallic cover a combination of   Iron and plastic or 3mm thick plastic sheet.  The cheapest of course would be thatch of various types.  The provision of water can be made in the open barn and feeding manger kept under the covered area.  Number of options are available for flooring, cheapest is brick on edge (1:5).  Complete plaster with cement is to be avoided as it becomes slippery in wet weather.  Similarly it is essential that the open space is also hard enough not to get mulchy in wet season to cause foot rot in cattle. The cow shed is also used as milking barn. In view of this such barns should be provided with facilities which will provide hygienic milk.  The farmer needs to facilities for udder wash, place for keeping detergent and general cleaning equipment.  It is essential that drainage is proved in a manner that urine and wash water is flushed in a biogas producing tank or directly into crop/ vegetable field. The dung should be removed first in the morning and taken to biogas digester or a dung pit where it is converted in to manure through fermentation.

Scanning electron microscopy of twelve lactating buffalo mammary glands was done. The lactating mammary glands showed alveolus, arrangement of blood vessels and myoepithelial cells on the alveoli, and the formation of lobules and interlobular connective tissue. From the exposed alveolar lumen, fat globule formation can be seen which is still attached to the alveolar surface by microvilli. The feed of milking cows is generally computed on the basis of feed for maintenance and feed for milk.  An allowance of 2 kg of concentrate mixture (give composition) and 1 kg of concentrate mixture (CM) for every 2 kg of milk is the standard thumb rule plus 30 kg of green fodder.  However this needs to be balanced in terms of TDN and Protein and fat in the ration.  The formulation of ration will have to be done taking into account the composition of CP and TDN in green feed.  These are available in the publication no. 5 of World Buffalo Trust (1998) in Hindi and English and farmers and extension workers can use that as the first approximation and improve it to suite their conditions. The CM of company is available at the following outlets in and around milk shed areas of the country.
