CHAPTER -5

Identify list of institutions, stakeholders, and content developed to be involved  who can take ownership of their content and responsible for ensuring availability of initial content, timely updating the content and delivering services.

5.1
Identify list of institutions -  all  ICAR animal science institutes,  AICRPs-networks, Colleges of Veterinary and animal sciences in Agricultural universities, Veterinary Universities, Basic Science Universities, Trusts and Scientific foundations. 
The group has identified the institutions, list of these are given in  Annexure VIIIA, VIIIB and VIIIC. 

5.2
Stakeholders


The stakeholders have been identified and they are  given in  Annexure –III, IV, V,VI and VII.

5.3
How to involve them in content development


The strategy  to be followed  in  order to involve them in content development  have been worked out. It has been proposed  that  there would be a  content development headquarters at  Delhi / Noida / Gurgaon where the chief editor and  5 sectional editors would be located.  These will be assisted by  15 sub-editors identified livestock specialists, computer savy and  proficient in local languages and English who would be form universities/  ICAR institutes/ other organizations.  These would  develop the contents and would be online  with the  editorial headquarters. The sectional editors would  vet the  contents for  authenticity, standards, appropriateness of input for the portal  and  clear the contents after vetting by the chief editor who would send the content so developed  to the portal governor. 

5.4
Issues of ownership of the  content 


The issue of ownership of the content has been examined  in light of  present acts and IPR regulations in India, Indian Biodiversity Act  2004 and  Breeders Rights.  We recommend  that the  basic ownership of the content will remain with the author. Wherever  the author  has  given the  right to the publishers  then the  ownership remains the publishers of the journal / books. The content specifically developed for the portal  will  be  the property of the portal  since  they will pay for the same. 

5.5
Ensuring availability of initial content


The availability of the initial content will be a one time  payment  be made to the author who will provide the basic  data base and the initial content at mutually agreed cost.  This would be  done through regular  contract.

5.6
Up-dating of the content (timely)


Timely updating the content will be the responsibility of the content developer who will be provided  necessary infrastructure and the costs  required for infrastructure, manpower and  contingencies. 

5.7
Delivery of the services  and its costing


The delivery of the services will be  ensured under a contract  between the content developer and the NIC. The detailed costing will be given under chapter - 8

5.8
Responsibility of checking the content and  final editing

The responsibility of  verifying and checking the content  authentication and the final editing will be  the responsibility of the chief editor and content developer, who will be under contract.
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
